GREENVILLE ROAD WARRIORS COACHING STAFF
HEAD COACH: DEAN STORK

Dean Stork was named the first head coach of the Greenville Road Warriors on June 29,
2010. Greenville is his first head coaching position after four seasons (06-07 to 09-10) as
the assistant coach of the Cincinnati Cyclones.

As a rookie head coach in 2010-11, Stork piloted the Road Warriors to a first place finish in
the South Division, and Eastern Conference, during the regular season with a 46-22-4
record. He was named coach of the ECHL All-Star Team that defeated the host Bakersfield
Condors on January 26, 2011 in the ECHL All-Star Classic, and was runner up to Brent
Thompson of the Alaska Aces for Coach of the Year honors.

Over four seasons in Cincinnati, Stork helped guide the Cyclones to two Kelly Cup
championships (2008 and 2010), three consecutive appearances in the American
Conference Finals (2008, 2009, and 2010), and North Division championships in 2008 and
2009. The 2007-08 season was a banner campaign for Dean and the Cyclones as the
eventual champions piled up team records including; wins (55), points (115), consecutive
wins (17), and fewest goals allowed (178).

Stork, 34, began his coaching career in June of 2006 and ended a seven-year professional
playing career. He began as a player in 1999-2000 with the ECHL’s Hampton Roads
Admirals. Stork spent the next three seasons (2000-2003) as a member of the Arkansas
Riverblades, where he also served as an alternate captain. With Arkansas, the coaching
roots took hold, as he started the Dean Stork Mini-Camps which ran in the summer and
taught kids the proper way to play hockey.

After his stint with Arkansas, Dean spent the next three seasons between four teams. He
captained the Cincinnati Cyclones in 2003-04 and the Stockton Thunder in 2005-06. For the
2004-05 season Stork started off with the Texas Wildcatters, but a late-season trade brought
him to the Palmetto State and the Columbia Inferno. Over 11 games with the Inferno, Stork
helped the team capture an East Division championship. In all, Dean played 441 ECHL
games and posted 32 goals, 105 assists, along with 485 penalty minutes.

Prior to turning pro, Stork played three seasons of college hockey at the University of
Massachusetts. Over 101 games with the Minutemen Dean amassed 13 goals. 17 assists,
and 164 penalty minutes. He graduated with a degree in Sports Management and was a
member of the Hockey East Honor Roll Squad. Following his collegiate career, Stork
signed a three-year contract with the NHL’s Washington Capitals.

Stork was born in Edmonton, Alberta and grew up in Penticton, British Columbia

Jason Spence joined the Road Warriors coaching staff on July 6, 2010. As the assistant
coach he will oversee the Road Warriors' defense and goaltending.

A native of Windsor, Nova Scotia, Spence is entering his third season as an assistant coach.
He joined the coaching ranks with the Johnstown Chiefs in 2009-10 after 10 seasons as a
pro player. Aside from the seven seasons Spence spent with the Chiefs, the 31-year-old
former left wing also skated with the Saint John Flames (AHL), Laredo Bucks (CHL), San
Antonio Rampage (AHL), Las Vegas Wranglers (ECHL), Lowell Lock Monsters (AHL),
and Youngstown Steelhounds (CHL).

Always popular with the fans, Spence was known for being a tough, physical player and for
piling up the penalty minutes. For his career, Spence amassed 1,147 penalty minutes in 444
games. Sixty-seven percent of those penalty minutes - 773 to be exact - came as a member
of the Chiefs placing him fourth on the team's all-time list. Well known for his strong work
ethic and steady influence in the dressing room, Spence served as an alternate captain in
both the 2007-08 and 2008-09 seasons with the Chiefs and was also the team's captain in
the 2005-06 season.
